Football League Division One South, just one division below our illustrious neighbours Tiverton Town and 

Taunton Town, and just two divisions below the National League where Torquay United ply their trade. 

This achievement is quite incredible when you consider we are a village club now competing against some 

very big non-league teams, many of which have generous benefactors and eyewatering weekly budgets to 

fund their team and facilities. We are under no illusion that we are a very small fish in a very big sea, so it is a 

credit to the management team and players that we compete so well against our peers and to our off-field 

volunteers that help to maintain our superb club facilities to such a high standard. 

Throughout the past year we have continued to grow our non-football activities for the local community by 

hosting and organising events such as our bi-monthly Bingo Nights, open Quiz Nights, family fun days at 

Christmas and Easter, bi-monthly Art Group gatherings, the Pencarrie Sports Day, events for Willand School 

PTFA and many others.
