Entering our 11™" year of our club being based in Willand, we streamlined our services to allow us to concentrate on helping local children and adults
who wanted to be part of our club.

Thanks to funding opportunities from Devon County Council, and Community Grants, we offered new weightlifting sessions for women looking to
improve their fitness and learn a new skill. This meant we had girls aged 12 join, and three women over 40!

We had three of our lifters qualify for the England Championships, and Head Coach James Marshall, finished 4" at the European Masters tournament
in Albania.

We had a busy summer competing in athletics: touring around Devon. Jack Marshall came third in the county schools championship at long jump,
and came 4™ at the South West Championships in Triple Jump.
